Discover the charm of Western Europe on this unforgettable journey through Amsterdam, Bruges,
and Paris. Begin in Amsterdam, where iconic windmills, canals, and fishing villages like Zaanse
Schans, Volendam, and Marken showcase the essence of Holland. Continue south to Bruges, the
romantic “Venice of the North,” with its medieval streets and picturesque canals. The adventure
concludes in the French capital, Paris, where you’ll explore world-renowned landmarks including
the Eiffel Tower, Seine River, and the Palace of Versailles, along with the bohemian quarter of
Montmartre.

Itinerary
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Day 1: Thursday - Arrival in Amsterdam

Welcome to your tour with Amsterdam! Upon arrival in Amsterdam, you will be transferred to your
hotel. After check-in, take some free time to relax or explore the surroundings at your own pace.
In the afternoon, you’ll find information regarding the start of your tour displayed on the boards
located at the hotel reception. Overnight stay in Amsterdam.

Day 2: Friday - Amsterdam Excursion

After breakfast, we begin the day by exploring the most picturesque sights of Holland. Our first
stop will be Zaanse Schans, famous for its charming houses, canals, and traditional windmills. We’ll
then continue to Volendam, a scenic fishing village that reflects the authentic spirit of Dutch
culture. From here, we enjoy a short boat ride to Marken, once an island and now connected to
the mainland, where the unique houses on stilts showcase the region’s traditional way of life.

In the afternoon, we return to Amsterdam for a guided city tour, covering highlights such as the
iconic windmill, Rembrandt’s statue, the stylish South District, and the diamond-cutting tradition
at Museum Square. We’ll then continue on foot into the heart of the city, where you can enjoy free
time to wander along Amsterdam’s famous canals, vibrant markets, and cozy cafés. Overnight stay
in Amsterdam.

Day 3: Saturday - Amsterdam — Bruges — Paris

Today we leave Amsterdam behind and head to Bruges, one of Europe’s most enchanting medieval
towns, often called the “Venice of the North” for its romantic canals. Stroll through cobblestone
streets, admire historic architecture, and perhaps climb the Belfry Tower for sweeping city views.
Don’t miss the chance to sample Belgian chocolates or try a refreshing local craft beer.

In the afternoon, we continue our journey towards Paris, arriving by evening. Overnight stay in
Paris.

Day 4: Sunday - Paris & Versailles

After breakfast, we set out for the spectacular Palace of Versailles (entrance not included), one of
France’s most iconic landmarks, famed for its grandeur and magnificent gardens. Returning to
Paris, we’ll explore Montmartre, the city’s bohemian quarter, home to painters, cabarets, and the
basilica of Sacré-Cceur.

Later, a panoramic city tour of Paris will showcase its grand avenues and monuments, offering a
perfect introduction to the French capital. In the evening, you may choose to attend an optional
Parisian variety show for a truly memorable night. Overnight stay in Paris.

Day 5: Monday - Paris Highlights

This morning we begin with a visit to the world-famous Eiffel Tower, including tickets to the second
floor for spectacular views over the city. Following this, we’ll enjoy a scenic Seine River Cruise,
lasting around one hour and fifteen minutes, where you can admire Paris from the water.

The afternoon is free for you to explore Paris at your own pace—perhaps shopping along the
Champs-Elysées, visiting the Louvre, or enjoying a coffee at a Parisian café. (Note: Return transfer
to the hotel is not included.) Overnight stay in Paris.
